Earlier in the month | attended a site visit to Vergemont with the
Deputy DG for Environment and Science Ben Klaasen following
the rumoured sale of Vergemont and Tonkoro to National
Parks. The Vergemont sale has since been announced officially
and the conversations have begun with the Department with
many of the concerns held in our communities.

upgrade - contractor due on site to incorporate
current alarm system with new filter system, to be
completed by June

e Water meter installation - replacement of faulty
meters continuing in Jundah, Windorah and
Stonehenge
